1. PURPOSE

The heating, air condition and UTA systems of the Chancery apartment are thirty-eight years old 

and completely out of order and need to be replaced.  

 

3. SPECIFICATIONS 
 

The project will entail the following: 

3.1 Removal of the current heating, air conditioning and UTA systems of the Chancery 
apartment. 
 

3.2 Installation of new heating, air conditioning and UTA systems at the Chancery apartment.  
 

4. Disposal and transportation of old material, rubble and waste to certified dumping area. 
 

5. RESPONSIVENESS CRITERIA 
 

The minimum requirements that must be satisfied/met by prospective service provider are: 

4.1 A detailed quotation should be submitted indicating all costs of services required, material 

and labour costs, including guarantees on materials and workmanship. 

4.2 A project plan reflecting realistic timeframes, including waiting period for delivery after 

placing order must be provided. 

4.3  Quotes must be in local currency. 

4.4 A valid registration certificate of the service provider.

of three (3) months after the closing date.
